Among the locales visited are: the tiny cornfield in Dyersville, Iowa, where the Field of Dreams still draws fans for pick-up games, Austria’s Leopoldskron Castle, home of The Sound of Music’s von Trapp family, Martha’s Vineyard, where the summer blockbuster Jaws led to a nationwide “beach panic,” Eugene, Oregon where the University of Oregon’s Sigma Nu frat house played host to Animal House’s infamous toga party, San Francisco, California  to follow in the footsteps of the Scorpio Killer from Dirty Harry, the actual Bridges of Madison County, Iowa where Meryl Streep and Clint Eastwood  brought Robert James Waller’s famous novel to life and much more!
